GOTHENBURG'S OLDEST HEALTHCARE FACILITIES



Hospitalet

| Sverige byggs hospital och helgeandshus under 1200-talet. "Spetalet" i LOdOose namns
forsta gangen i ett testamente fran 1286. Fran 1200-talet och fram till1500-talet driver
kyrkan hospitalen darefter tar kungamakten over ansvaret for kyrkan och hospitalen blir
statliga.1528 flyttas Lodose hospital till den nya staden Nya Lodose som ligger i dagens
stadsdel Gamlestan. Hospitalet byter sedan namn till Goteborgs hospital. 1872 flyttar
Goteborgs hospital till Backa. Nu ar hospitalet bara till for sinnessjuka. Anlaggningen byter
namn till S:t Jorgens sjukhus 19310och finns kvar fram till 1992.

In Sweden, hospitals and sanctuaries were built during the 13th century. The infirmary in L6dbse is mentioned for the first
time in a document from 1286. From the 13th century until the 16th century, the church runs the hospital, then the regent
takes over the responsibility for the church and the hospital becomes state-owned. In 1528, L6d6se hospital is moved to
the new town of Nya Lédbse, located in today's Gamlestan district. The hospital then changes its name to Gothenburg
Hospital. In 1872 Gothenburg Hospital moves to Backa. The hospital is now only for the insane.

The facility changed its name to St. J6rgen's Hospital in 1931 and closes in 1992.

Stadslakaren

Fran 1635 finns en stadslakare i Goteborg. Lakaren ar anstalld av staden och ska godkannas av
Collegium Medicum och av Kunglig Majestat. | borjan av 1700-talet finns stadslakare i sex svenska
stader. De ar till for stadens invanare och ska overvaka sjukdomslaget i staden. Under slutet av 1700-
talet ska de forutom att gora hembesok hos sjuka, se till att det finns mediciner, bekampa epidemier
och inspektera apotek. Tilsammans med faltskaren ska stadslakaren genomfora likbesiktningar och
obduktioner.

From 1635 there is a city physician in Gothenburg. The city physician is employed by the city and must be
approved by the Collegium Medicum and by His Majesty the King. At the beginning of the 18th century, there were
city physicians in six Swedish cities. The city physician was responsible for the health of the city population and
monitoring diseases in the city. During the late 18th century, in addition to making home visits to the sick, they
ensure that there are medicines, fight epidemics and inspect pharmacies. Together with the field surgeon, the city
doctor carries out death certifications and autopsies.

Goteborg barnhus

Goteborgs barnhus grundas 1737 och ligger till en borjan innanfor vallgraven innan det flyttas
till omradet Stampen 1759. Efter att tva byggnader brunnit ned i stadsbrander uppfors en
stenbyggnad 1857. Huset star kvar an idag. 1924 flyttas barnhuset till Bo herrgard dar det
drivs till 1940. Under andra varldskriget flyttas barnen ut till familjer pa landsbygden och

barnhusverksamheten laggs ner.

Gothenburg's orphanage was founded in 1737 and was initially located inside the city moat before moving to
the Stampen area in 1759. After two buildings burned down in city fires, a stone building was erected in
1857. The house still stands today. In 1924, the orphanage was moved to B6 manor where it was located
until 1940. During the Second World War, the children were moved to families in the countryside and the

orphanage was closed.

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Apoteket Enhorningen

Under 1600-talet oppnas allt fler apotek i Sverige och de forsta apoteksprivilegierna, som ger
agaren ratt att driva apotek, delas ut. Apotekaren ar skyldig att folja de regler som finns, bland
annat att folja farmakopén som beskriver vad lakemedlen ska innehalla och hur de tillverkas.

Det forsta apoteket i Goteborg, Enhorningen, far sina privilegier 1642. Enhorningen och Goteborgs
nast aldsta apotek Kronan, Ilgger fram till tldlgt 1900-tal i samma kvarter. Enhorningen kallas for
"lilla apoteket” och Kronan for stora apoteket”.

During the 17th century, more and more pharmacies are opened in Sweden and the first pharmacy privileges, which give
the owner the right to run a pharmacy, are awarded. The pharmacist is obliged to follow rules, including following the
pharmacopoeia which describes what the medicines must contain and how they are manufactured. The first pharmacy in
Gothenburg, Enhérningen (the Unicorn), received its privileges in 1642. Enhérningen and Gothenburg's second oldest
pharmacy, Kronan (the Crown), were found in the same city block until the early 20th century. The Unicorn is called the
"little pharmacy" and the Crown the "big pharmacy".

Goteborg kurhus

Fran mitten av 1600-talet finns ett sjuk- eller kurhus for personer med konssjukdomar i Goteborg.
1728 ligger kurhuset vid Kaserntorget och kallas det ibland for "sjukhuset under Ekskogen”.

Efter att sjukhuset brunnit ned flyttas verksamheten till Husargatan under namnet "De obotligas
sjukhus”. Verksamheten flyttar runt mellan flera platser fram till att staden koper en fastighet vid Lilla
Bommens hamn. Har ligger Goteborgs kurhus fram till 1894 da ett nytt sjukhus, det Holtermanska

sjukhuset, oppnar i Landala.

From the middle of the 17th century there is a hospital or sanatorium for people with venereal diseases in
Gothenburg. In 1728, the hospital is located at Kaserntorget and is sometimes called the "hospital under the oak
forest". After the hospital burned down, the business was moved to Husargatan under the name "Hospitium
incurabilium”. The hospital moves several times until the city buys a property at Lilla Bommens harbor. Gothenburg's
Kurhus was located here until 1894 when a new hospital, the Holtermanska sjukhus, opens in Landala.

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Collegium medicum

1663 bildas lakarorganisationen Collegium medicum av en grupp lakare for att starka lakarens
yrkesroll och konkurrera med bardskararskrat som vid den tiden utbildar och kontrollerar bardskarare
och faltskarer. Kollegiet vaxer och under 1700-talet far Collegium medicum rollen som medicinskt
kontroll- och tillsynsorgan. Collegium medicum ansvarar bland annat for lakarutbildningen och for

att examinera utbildade lakare. Under slutet av 1700-talet tar kollegiet over allt fler uppgifter.

Vid samma tid blir Kirurgiska societeten en del av Collegium medicum. Konflikterna mellan kirurger
och lakare tar slut och de bada yrkesgrupperna narmar sig varandra.

In 1663, the medical organization Collegium medicum was formed by a group of doctors to strengthen the doctor's professional
role and compete with the barbers' guild, which at the time trained and controlled barbers and field surgeons. The college
grows and during the 18th century the Collegium medicum takes on the role of medical control and supervisory body. Collegium
medicum is responsible, among other things, for medical education and for examining trained doctors. During the late 18th
century, the college takes over more and more tasks. At the same time, the Surgical Society becomes part of the Collegium
medicum. The conflicts between surgeons and doctors are ending and the two professional groups start to work together.

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Goteborgs fattighus

1726 inrattar Goteborgs stad ett fattighus vid kanalen i omradet Stampen. Kanalen kommer
snart att kallas Fattighusan. Det hus som star kvar pa platsen idag byggs 1767. | borjan

av1800 blir fattighuset allt mer ett hem for personer ur borgarklassen som tidigare varit rika
men av olika anledningar blivit fattiga. Verksamheten flyttat till Slottsskogen 1886 och byter

namn till Goteborgs alderdomshem.

In 1726, the city of Gothenburg established a poorhouse by the canal in Stampen. The canal became
known as Fattighusdn (the poorhouse canal). The building still on the site today was built in 1767. In the
early 1800s, the poorhouse increasingly became a home for people from the middle class who had fallen
on hard times. The institution moved to Slottsskogen in 1886 and changed its name to Gothenburg’s home

for the elderly.

Sahlgrenska sjukhuset

Sahlgrenska sjukhuset grundas 1782 efter att en stor summa pengar testamenterats av
Ostindiska kompaniets direktor Niclas Sahigren (1701-1776). Sjukhuset drivs till en borjan som
ett privat sjukhus. | mitten av 1800-talet bekostar staden storre delen av verksamheten och nar
sjukhuset slas ihop med den allmanna fattigforsorjningens sjukvard 1848, byter sjukhuset namn
till Allmanna och Sahlgrenska sjukhuset (ASS). Sjukhuset tar tillbaka sitt ursprungliga namn

1936. Fran 1900 ligger sjukhuset i Anggarden.

The Sahlgrenska hospital was founded in 1782 after a large sum of money was bequeathed by the
East India Company's director Niclas Sahlgren (1701-1776). The hospital was initially run as a private
hospital. In the middle of the 19th century, the city pays for most of the operations and when the
hospital is merged with provision of healthcare for the poor in 1848, the hospital changes its name to
Allménna och Sahlgrenska sjukhuset (ASS — General and Sahlgrenska hospital). The hospital takes
back its original name in 1936. From 1900, Sahlgrenska hospital is in Anggérden.

Provinsiallakarna

For att forbattra sjukvarden byggs ett system av provinsiallakare och lasarett upp i Sverige under
1700-talet. Men lanslasaretten ar sma och en stor del av befolkningen kommer inte i kontakt med
sjukvarden. Inte heller provinsiallakarna racker till. Uppdraget och ansvarsomradet stort. Forutom
att ta hand om de sjuka och motverka smittsamma sjukdomar samlar de in information om det som
kan gynna eller skada befolkningens halsa. Informationen handlar om hur befolkningen bor och

ater, hur de uppfostrar sina barn och vilka huskurer de anvander.

In order to improve healthcare, a system of provincial doctors and hospitals was built up in Sweden during
the 18th century. But the county hospitals are small and a large part of the population does not have contact
with healthcare. Nor are there enough provincial doctors. The areas of responsibility are large. In addition to
caring for the sick and combating infectious diseases, they collect information about what can benefit or
harm the health of the population. The information gathered concerns how the population lives and eats,
how they raise their children and which home remedies they use.



Kung. Vetenskapsakademin och Tabellverket

Under 1700-talet bildas tva institutioner for att forbattra landets inkomster med vetenskapliga
metoder. Kungliga vetenskapsakademin (1736) och Tabellverket (1749). Kungliga
Vetenskapsakademin grundas for att 0ka vetenskapens inflytande i samhallet. Tabellverket samlar
in befolkningsstatistik. Statistiken visar hur stor befolkningen ar, vilka sjukdomar de drabbas av och
vad de dor av. Informationen anvands for att forbattra sjukvarden och skapa forutsattningar for att

Oka befolkningens storlek och halsa.

During the 18th century, two institutions are formed to improve the country’s economy using scientific
methods. The Royal Academy of Sciences (1736) and the Commission for statistics(1749). The Royal
Academy of Sciences is founded to increase the influence of science in society. The commission collects
population statistics. The statistics show how large the population is, what diseases they suffer from and
what people die from. The information is used to improve healthcare and create conditions for increasing

the size and health of the population.



Goteborgs barnsjukhus

Goteborgs forsta barnsjukhus grundas 1859 efter en donation av David Carnegie. Det forsta
sjukhuset ligger i ett hus pa Ostra Hamngatan 9. Sjukhuset har 12 sjuksangar, men da man
later barnen dela pa sangarna far det plats fler patienter an sa. | huset finns aven en
oppenvardsklinik (poliklinik) som ger rad kring hur barn ska skotas. 1866 flyttas sjukhuset
Allégatan 2 i Haga dar det ligger fram till 1909 da ett nytt sjukhus 6ppnas i Anggarden.

Har ligger barnsjukhuset fram till 1973 da det flyttar till Ostra sjukhuset.

Gothenburg's first children's hospital was founded in 1859 after a donation by David Carnegie. The first
hospital is at Ostra Hamngatan 9. The hospital has 12 hospital beds, but children share the beds, making
room for more. In the building there is also an outpatient clinic that provides advice on how children
should be cared for. In 1866 the hospital was moved to Allegatan 2 in Haga where it remained until 1909
when a new hospital was opened in Anggarden. The children’s hospital was located here until 1973,
when it moved to Ostra hospital.

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Garnisionssjukhuset

Garnisonssjukhuset (1755-1895) byggs som ett militart sjukhus for Goteborgs garnison och
anvands sedan av Kungliga Gota artilleriregemente som i tur och ordning inkvarteras i den
stora kasernbyggnad (Borgerskapets kasern) som star klar 1799. Garnisonssjukhuset
byggs 1755 men star lange oinredd och obrukbar. Sjukhuset stangs i samband med att
Kungliga Gota artilleriregementet flyttar till Kviberg 1895. Huset rivs 1908.

The Garrison Hospital (1755-18958) was built as a military hospital for the Gothenburg garrison and
was then used by the Royal Géta Artillery Regiment, which in turn was quartered in the large
barracks building (Borgerskapets kasern) completed in 1799. The Garrison Hospital was built in
1755 but was unfurnished and unusable for a long time. The hospital was closed in connection with
the Royal Géta Artillery Regiment moving to Kviberg in 1895. The building is demolished in 1908.

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Bracka

Mellan aren 1806 och 1855 ligger Goteborgs forsorjnings- och arbetsinrattning pa adressen
Smedjegatan 3. Huset som skanks av handelsmannen Johan Peter Holterman ar fran borjan
tankt som soldatbarack. Darfor kallas det for "Holtermanska baracken” eller bara "Bracka”. |
Holtermanska baracken finns arbetshus, sopphus och sangplats till fattiga, gamla och sjuka.
Namnet "Bracka" foljer sedan med nar verksamheten flyttar till en ny anstalt vid Drottningtorget
1855. Under lang tid ar "Bracka” ett vanligt oknamn for alla fattigvardsinrattningar i Goteborg.

Between the years 1806-1855 Gothenburg’s workhouse for the poor is located at Smedjegatan 3. The
building donated by the merchant Johan Peter Holterman was originally intended as a soldier's barracks.
That is why it is called the "Holterman Barrack" or just "Bracka". In the Holterman barracks there are
workhouses, soup kitchens and beds for the poor, old and sick. The name "Bracka" then followed when
the institution moved to a new facility at Drottningtorget in 1855. For a long time, "Bracka" was a
common nickname for all poor care facilities in Gothenburg.
